3. Update on Veteran Direct Home and Community Based Services Program 

Grant (Veteran Service Staff) –  
       2 Veterans continue to be served in this program.  Francine’s Veteran was able 
to receive a higher tier rating, thus resulting in an increased budget for his home 
care services.  His health has been declining thus resulting in a need for a higher 
level of care.  There will a virtual town hall meeting held in May for all supports 
planners, Veterans, and family members to discuss the transition of the program to 
“Bay Agency” a non-profit which assists individuals to remain living safely in the 
community in their own homes. 
 
4. Update on Veteran Services Program Grant (Veterans Service Staff) – 6-month 

update report to the Kahlert Foundation was submitted on 4-1-2024.  A big portion of 
the grant supported Veterans with rental and security deposit assistance, moving costs 
and food and gas cards.   
Several Veterans are moving towards permanent housing.  2 Veterans are currently 
receiving emergency housing assistance.  One Veteran had a HUD VASH screening on 
4-15-2024 and it is hoped he will be awarded a subsidy so he can get housed and 
remain successfully housed.  
Another Veteran was looking at an apartment today and is hopeful the landlord will be 
accepting of his 3 dogs moving as well. 
The last Veteran was awarded a HUD VASH subsidy after being incarcerated and losing 
his regular housing choice Voucher.  He anticipated being housed in May in 
Manchester MD. 

New Business a. 3rd Annual Veterans Celebration of Carroll County: Scheduled for Sunday May 5, 
2024 from 12pm to 4pm at the Carroll County Farm Museum. Free event open to 
the public. Featuring US Navy Band Country Current and Midnite Run, children/ 
family activities and onsite resource fair with Veteran focused organizations/ 
programs. This will be a rain or shine event!  
Steve Whisler: Sponsorships have raised $11, 500.00 raised in support of the 
Celebration.

Tony Roman:   Tony met with Nicole Shifflet at the Veteran’s Independence 
Project to collaborate services.  Tony and Nicole met with a Veteran who 
wanted to purse a supplemental claim to increase a disability rating.  The 
Veteran chose to be referred to a VSO to pursue this and it was agreed 
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between the case managers that this was in the best interest of the Veteran.  
The other Veteran lived in PA and would continue seeking assistance from VIP. 
 
Gina Valentine:   Dennis McConville passed away.  He had made great strides in 
being housed, getting a job, and becoming involved in the Circle of Caring 
Homelessness board as an individual with lived homelessness experience.  He 
will be sorely missed.  His family will reach out to our office when and if there 
will be a memorial service.   
 
Steve Whisler:  State Commission is focusing on the needs of the Veterans 
within the community. Discounted rates offered to veterans. 
100% disabled/ POW- break on fishing license 
50% disability or more can receive Veteran tags with the MVA
