Surgical Cricothyroidotomy — Adult

While Carroll County has opted to follow these protocols, the Medical Director must
evaluate and approve each clinician annually for the more advanced procedures such as Airway
Management and Cricothyroidotomy. Currently Surgical Cricothyroidotomy is a new optional

program and currently only the Shift Commanders are approved to perform this skill.
